Thank you for consulting the Cotswolds Conservation Board (‘the Board’) on this proposed
development, which would be located within the Cotswolds National Landscape.!

At this time, the Board is not able to provide a substantive response to this consultation. This does
not mean that the Board has taken the view that the proposed development would not have an
adverse impact on the National Landscape.

In reaching its planning decision, the local planning authority (LPA) has a statutory duty to have regard
to the purpose of conserving and enhancing the natural beauty of the National Landscape.? The Board

recommends that, in fulfilling this ‘duty of regard’, the LPA should: (i) ensure that planning decisions
are consistent with relevant national and local planning policy and guidance; and (ii) give explicit
consideration to the following Board publications:

e Cotswolds Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty (AONB) Management Plan 2018-2023 (link);

e Cotswolds AONB Landscape Character Assessment (link), in particular, in this instance, for
Landscape Character Types (LCT) 1 (Escarpment Outlier), 19 (Unwooded Vale) and 2
(Escarpment);

e Cotswolds AONB Landscape Strategy and Guidelines (link), in particular, in this instance, for
LCT 1 (link), 19 (link) and 2 (link), including Sections 1.1, 19.1 and 2.1 respectively;

e Cotswolds AONB Local Distinctiveness and Landscape Change (link);

e Cotswolds Conservation Board Position Statements (link).
