DESCRIPTION: Outline application for the erection of up to 66 dwellings with all matters reserved
(appearance, landscaping, layout and scale) except access (to be determined) including demolition of
existing dwelling and scrap yard buildings and associated works.

LOCATION: Airfield House (including Part Of Former Scrap Yard), Campden Road, Lower Quinton,
Stratford-upon-Avon CV37 8LL.

Thank you for consulting the Cotswolds Conservation Board on this proposed development, which
would be located in the setting of the Cotswolds National Landscape)?, approximately 1.9km from the
National Landscape boundary and 2.3km from elevated views within the National Landscape.

At this time, the Board is not able to provide a substantive response to this consultation. This should
not be taken to mean that the Board has taken the view that the proposed development would not
have an adverse impact on the National Landscape.

In reaching its planning decision, the local planning authority (LPA) has a statutory duty to have regard
to the purpose of conserving and enhancing the natural beauty of the National Landscape.? The Board
recommends that, in fulfilling this ‘duty of regard’, the LPA should: (i) ensure that planning decisions
are consistent with relevant national and local planning policy and guidance; and (ii) give explicit
consideration to the following Board publications:

e Cotswolds AONB Management Plan 2018-2023 (link);

e Cotswolds AONB Landscape Character Assessment (link), particularly, in this instance, with
regards to Landscape Character Type (LCT) 1 (Escarpment Outliers) and LCT 19 (Unwooded
Vale);

e Cotswolds AONB Landscape Strategy and Guidelines (link), particularly, in this instance, with
regards to the strategy and guidelines for LCT 1 (link) and LCT 19 (link);

e Cotswolds AONB Local Distinctiveness and Landscape Change (link);

e (Cotswolds Conservation Board Position Statements (link), in particular, in this instance, the
Position Statement on Development in the Setting of the Cotswolds AONB (link).
