The above planning application, which is for a development that would be located within the
Cotswolds National Landscape?, has been brought to the attention of the Cotswolds Conservation
Board.

In reaching its planning decision, the local planning authority (LPA) has a statutory duty to have regard
to the purpose of conserving and enhancing the natural beauty of the National Landscape.? The Board
recommends that, in fulfilling this ‘duty of regard’, the LPA should: (i) ensure that planning decisions
are consistent with relevant national and local planning policy and guidance; and (ii) take into account
the following Board publications:

e Cotswolds Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty (AONB) Management Plan 2018-2023 (link);

e Cotswolds AONB Landscape Character Assessment (link), particularly, in this instance, with
regards to Landscape Character Type 11 (Dip-Slope Lowland);

e Cotswolds AONB Landscape Strategy and Guidelines (link), particularly, in this instance, with
regards to LCT 11 (link), including Section 11.2;

e Cotswolds AONB Local Distinctiveness and Landscape Change (link);

e Cotswolds Conservation Board Position Statements (link).

Having had regard to the applicant’s supporting information and to the consultation responses from
the District Council’s Conservation Officer, the Gloucestershire Gardens and Landscape Trust and
Historic England, we consider that the proposed development would have negligible adverse impacts
(assuming that the issues raised by Historic England are adequately addressed). We also acknowledge
that the proposed development would make a positive contribution to the ongoing viability of
Chavenage Estate. On this basis, we do not have any objection to the proposed development.
